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Introducing Gopher 

Imagine a world in which computers storing a wide 
variety of information are spread throughout the nation 
and the globe. Imagine that all of these computers are 
connected together by a network and that a user connected 
to this network can access any of these computers. 
Imagine facilities that assist you to search and retrieve 
public documents of interest to you, regardless of where 
they exist. 

The network is called the Internet, and consists of tens of 
thousands of computers and networks linked throughout 
the world. The facilities are called gophers. If you have 
Internet access and a terminal or workstation, you can 
access gopher sites throughout the Internet. Your local 
hardware, software, and the chosen method for accessing 
a gopher will determine which gopher features will be 
available to you. Welcome to the world of information 
at your fingertips. 

The name “gopher” is a pun, combining the concept of 
“going fer” things with its development at the University 
of Minnesota, home of the “Golden Gophers.” Originally 
conceived as a distributed document search and retrieval 
system, gophers now boast databases allowing users to 
search for documents that contain certain words or 
phrases; browsing menus of documents; and many

Metathesaurus Browser and the HyperDoc hypertext/ 
multimedia service, which includes online images from 
the History of Medicine and more); the NLM History of 
Medicine Videodisc; HPCC grants; segments of the 
NLM satellite broadcast; and much more. “Y’all come!” 

New Clinical Alert Available Online 

On February 22, 1994, the Clinical Alert entitled: 
Important Therapeutic Information on the Benefit of 
Zidovudine (AZT) for the Prevention of the Transmission 
of HIV from Mother to Infant (from the National Institute 
of Allergy and Infectious Diseases) became available in 
ELHILL. This is the tenth Clinical Alert placed in the 
ALERT file. To retrieve the full text of this alert, type 
FILE ALERT at any USER: prompt, then type alert 
(tf) at the next USER: prompt. The command PRINT 1 
DL will print out the full record for this current Alert. 
The latest alert always prints out first. For more detailed 
instructions and examples for searching in FILE ALERT, 
see the article on pages 17-26 of the January-February 
1992Technical Bulletin. Announcements of new Clinical 
Alerts and instructions for retrieving the full text of new 
NIH Clinical Alert are also in the NEWS portions of the 
ELHILL and TOXNET databases for thirty days after 
their announcement. 

NLM makes new Clinical Alerts available in three ways 
in addition to the ALERT file: 1) electronically via the 
Grateful Med Bulletin Board and the NLM anonymous 
ftp server; 2) by faxing copies to NN/LM Regional 
Medical Libraries and NN/LM Resource Libraries; and 
3) by mailing copies to NN/LM member libraries. To 
obtain the alert electronically from the NLM anonymous 
ftp server, do an anonymous ftp to nlmpubs.nlm.nih.gov. 
Once connected, change directory to nlmpubs/alert. 

MEDLINE and Backfiles Database Postings in 
the MeSH File 

The MEDLINE and Backfiles Database Postings in the 
MeSH file were updated to reflect the reconfigured files 
in December 1993. The Backfiles Database Postings 
elements give the number of postings for each MeSH 
descriptor and subheading for the Backfiles as of 
December 13, 1993, which equates to data through the 
9401 (EM) update for the MEDLINE file. Because the 
Backfiles postings are not updated during the year, the 
numbers continue to reflect the counts as of December 
13, 1993 for the closed Backfiles and through the 9401 
Entry Month (EM) of data for the MEDLINE file. 
MEDLINE postings reflected in the MeSH file serve as 
an estimate, not as an exact count, because NLM adds 
citations weekly to MEDLINE. Counts are given for 
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both Index Medicus (IM) postings (starred number) and 
total postings (unstarred number) for MeSH headings in 
the databases. For MeSH subheading records, only total 
counts are given. 

Following are examples of MEDLINE and Backfiles 
postings as they appear with the records for PAIN (MH) 
or Drug Therapy (SH) in the MeSH file. MED, M89, 
M85, M75 and M66 are short aliases that represent the 
file names for MEDLINE, MED89, MED85, MED75, 
and MED66. (For further explanation of the MeSH file 
and its record elements, type EXPLAIN MeSH online or 
consult Chapter 6 of the Online Services Reference 
Manual).

New Online EXPLAIN Added 

A new online EXPLAIN has been added to ELHILL. 
Enter file ALERT and type EXPLAIN $COMMANDS 
for brief explanations of new commands which have been 
added to the system for 1994. Users are reminded that by 
viewing EXPLAINs in the ALERT file, they will not be 
charged for characters. The $ commands will be discussed 
in greater detail in future Technical Bulletin articles. 

Geographic Subject Headings in the AIDS 
Bibliography 

New for 1994! Geographic subject headings have been 
added to the AIDS Bibliography. The AIDS 
Bibliographycontains citations to all preclinical, clinical, 
epidemiologic, diagnostic, and prevention areas added 
to NLM’s MEDLINE, HEALTH, CANCERLIT, 
CATLINE, and AVLINE databases for a given month. 
It is a continuation in part of the National Library of 

Medicine’s Literature Search Series, which ceased in 
1987 with No. 87-15. Within that series, seventeen 
bibliographies titled Acquired Immunodeficiency 
Syndrome (AIDS) were published. The new series 
became a monthly publication beginning with January 
1989. You can now easily find citations discussing the 
spread of AIDS in New York City or the incidence of 
AIDS/HIV in pregnant women in Uganda. This is done 
simply by looking under the relevant city, country, or 
region of the world. All journal articles, books, and 
audiovisuals in the AIDS Bibliography that discuss a 
particular geographic area are indexed to the specific 
area. For example, NLM has subject headings for 
London, England, Great Britain, and Europe. The 
individual states of the U.S. and Australia and the 
provinces of Canada are also index terms, as well as the 
regions of the U.S. For example, NLM has subject 
headings for San Francisco, California, and the 
Southwestern United States. Please note that NLM has 
always indexed to the most specific term, so that an 
article on AIDS in San Francisco would not also be 
indexed to California or to the Southwestern United 
States unless the article specifically discussed the state 
and/or region. 

TOXLINE Regeneration 

The TOXLINE and TOXLINE65 files are expected to 
be regenerated in May, and should be made available 
online shortly thereafter. After the rebuild, 1994 MeSH 
vocabulary will be present on records in the TOXBIB, 
BIOSIS, and DART subfiles. In addition, the TSCATS 
subfile will be replaced with a version that includes 
additional abstracts on records that were already present 
without abstracts. Updated Fiscal Year 1992 records for 
the CRISP subfile will also be found in TOXLINE, as 
well as the newest year of the CRISP toxicology research 
project reports from the Public Health Service, Fiscal 
Year 1993. The Federal Government Fiscal Year runs 
October-September. A large May update, 9405 (EM), is 
anticipated and will include records intended for the 
February, and March and April updates. 

By late May NLM will have processed TOXLINE/ 
TOXLIT Automatic SDI searches after the updates have 
been completed. The TOXLIT file did not need to be 
rebuilt, but Automatic SDIs for this database were held 
for processing in conjunction with TOXLINE. 
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LIFENET Access to NLM 

LIFENET is an electronic network integration system 
provided by NASA for the Life Sciences Community. It 
is used by some MLA-member librarians for e-mail and 
Internet access, including access to NLM databases and 
DOCLINE. While LIFENET is no longer accepting 
new members, a person who has already established an 
account with them will find that this service can be used 
to access NLM’s ftp servers as well as Locator, NLM’s 
public access catalog. Locator provides access to 
CATLINE, AVLINE, and SERLINE. Those who use 
LIFENET may also ftp online print files (see $DSFILE 
article on page 9 of this issue of the Technical Bulletin) 
or may ftp Automatic SDI search results (see September-
October 1993 Technical Bulletin, pages 25-33). The 
MEDLARS Management Section now has a handout 
detailing how to use LIFENET to access the NLM 
anonymous ftp server, the MEDLARS ftp server (to ftp 
Automatic SDI search retrievals and search results), and 
NLM Locator. If you would like a copy of this handout, 
please send a request to the MEDLARS Management 
Section via fax, 800-638-8480, or e-mail, 
mms@nlm.nih.gov, or stop by the NLM booth at the 
MLA meeting in May. 

1994 MeSH Supplementary Chemical 
Records Available from NTIS 

The Medical Subject Headings—Supplementary 
Chemical Records, 1994 is now available from the 
National Technical Information Service (NTIS). The 
publication contains records of approximately 23,000 
chemicals which, since 1970, have been mentioned in a 
significant way in journals indexed for MEDLINE and 
have been incorporated as a subset of the MeSH file. 
Note that these chemicals are in addition to the thousands 
of chemicals that are formal MeSH headings in Category 
D - Chemicals and Drugs of MeSH. To order documents 
from NTIS, you may use the order form in Appendix D 
of the January-February 1994 issue of the Technical 
Bulletin.

additional features. Before gophers, Internet users could 
only access resources they knew about or “go 
prospecting” for useful resources. Now, although each 
gopher site uses its own organization for the materials in 
its domain, gopher menus are like a directory listing of 
information sources. The user can browse through the 
directory via an on-screen menu display and request 
items of interest. If the user doesn’t find everything 
desired in one gopher “library,” gopher allows the user 
to pass electronically to the next gopher library and 
check there. 

Gopher supports a great diversity of data, some of the 
most popular are: 

• Directories 
A directory is a menu of documents and services. The 
user can easily browse the menus, following pathways 
which may transparently bridge many different 
computers thousands of miles apart. Selecting a document 
retrieves and displays it for the user who may save a local 
copy. Services are described below. 

• Searching 
Rather than browsing, the user can enter a text word 
search against the document collection known to a local 
gopher or multiple gopher sites across the Internet. The 
user specifies keywords and, optionally, search logic. A 
menu display of documents matching the search is 
returned. 

• Text Files 
Most documents are provided as ASCII text files. Some 
gophers provide documents in additional formats, such 
as Word Perfect or PostScript (which are ASCII program 
files), to “power users” set up to deal with them. 

• Multimedia 
Gophers support image, audio, and video file formats. 
Images such as weather maps; digitized audio such as 
the 1992 presidential debates; and video movies are 
available to “power users.” 

• Phone Books 
This gopher facility allows you to search for other 
Internet users. Some common search fields are phone 
number, e-mail address, and name. 

• Terminal Sessions 
Some gophers allow users to start terminal sessions with 
available applications. For example, the NLM Gopher 
allows the user to connect to NLM Locator (the NLM 
public access catalog), or to MEDLARS. MEDLARS 
access requires a User ID code and most MEDLARS 
services are fee-based. 

NLM is currently constructing several gophers. The 
address of the main NLM Gopher, available since 
November 16, 1993, is gopher.nlm.nih.gov. Access is 
free and use is unlimited. Users can obtain biomedical 
subject bibliographies, NIH Clinical Alerts, NLM Fact 
Sheets, AIDS information, gene sequence information 
and many other resources from NLM’s Gophers. See 
Figures 1-5 for sample screens. These screens pick up at 
the point where you have connected via Internet and 
logged onto the NLM Gopher. NLM sees Gopher and 
related systems as an important new way to make its 
documents available to the public. We welcome your 
use and solicit your comments; e-mail sent to 
admin@gopher.nlm.nih.govwill be routed to appropriate 
personnel.

In this sample session (Figures 1 - 4) you have connected 
to NLM’s main Gopher server, moved through several 
menus, and selected/retrieved a document. The document 
has been downloaded to your computer system where 
you can save a local copy of this document. Notice that 
the icons at the left of the windows tell you what the 
menu items are. Folders indicate embedded menus and 
document icons represent textual documents. The icon 
at the bottom of Figure 2 accesses the user search 
facility; users can enter a text word search against all of 
the public documents available at the NLM Gopher. 
Figure 5 contains an icon that looks like a Macintosh 
Classic computer. This represents connecting to an 
application; note that Locator is a free service whereas 

DOCLINE, MEDLARS, and TOXNET all require NLM 
user accounts because most of their services are fee-
based. 

Gophers generally use a client-server method for online 
interaction. A variety of gopher clients are available 
free-of-charge for most computer systems. By loading 
gopher client software on your own computer you will 
be able to access other gopher servers and ftp files. 
Gopher client software is maintained in several archives 
on the Internet and can be obtained in multiple ways 
(including downloading over the Internet). For example, 
Gopher client software can be obtained via anonymous 
ftp from:

These users TELNET to a special gopher 
site that supports a public gopher client. You select the 

public gopher client and it mediates your access to all 
other gopher servers.

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Establishing an Internet 
Connection 

Regular readers of the Technical Bulletin may have 
noticed an increase in the number of articles detailing the 
new services and access methods for users with Internet 
connections. Many of you are undoubtedly asking 
“How can I get access to the Internet?” A little 
investigative work on your part should solve this problem. 

Those of you working for a large organization should 
begin by contacting your computer or 
telecommunications department. You may find that you 
already have Internet access within your organization 
and simply need guidance from these departments in 
order to connect your office computer. 

If you are not part of a large organization or if your 
organization is not connected to the Internet you still 
have many options. You should start by visiting your 
local public library or bookstore. The number of books 
available discussing the Internet is growing rapidly; 
many books are specifically written to help people 
connect to the Internet. Not only do these books list the 
different access providers available nationwide, they 
also provide a list of questions to ask yourself before 
contacting the access providers. These questions will 
help you determine what you are looking for as you shop 
around to find the best arrangement for your situation. 
Many books also discuss the equipment necessary for 
various types of Internet use. 

Another source of information is large, cooperative, 
institutions in your area. While some institutions will be 
able to provide you with an Internet connection, others 
will be able to help you contact the regional network 
providers in your area. Some of the Regional Medical 
Libraries are able to provide this type of information; 
you may contact your Regional Medical Library at 800­
338-7657. 

Connecting to the Internet is becoming easier everyday. 
With a little research and persistence, you will find that 
you are among those able to benefit from the growing 
resources available on the Internet. 

Note for Medical Librarians 

The Medical Library Association is urging MLA 
members to seek avenues for Internet access other than 
LIFENET (see page 5 of the Technical Notes in this 
issue for information concerning LIFENET). On page 
24 of the January 1994 issue of the MLA News, MLA 
offers to send a national list of public access service 
providers that offer dial-up access to the Internet, 
including ftp and telnet capabilities. MLA requests that 
you call them at 312-419-9094 and ask for the “PDIAL 
list.” There are also instructions on the same page of the 
MLA News for obtaining the national Public Dialup 
Internet Access List (PDIAL) if you have e-mail 
capabilities. In addition, many NN/LM libraries have 
lists of Internet providers for regional areas. ❑

MEDLARS Management Section 
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New $DSFILE Command 
Allows Ftping of Online 
Search Results 

The National Library of Medicine is pleased to announce 
the availability of a new VTAM (Virtual 
Telecommunications Access Method) command for 
ELHILL searchers: $DSFILE. VTAM commands differ 
from regular ELHILL commands only in that they begin 
with a dollar sign ($). The VTAM command, $DSFILE 
allows users to store information obtained from ELHILL 
on our mainframe computer, then download the file to 
their local computer using file transfer protocol (ftp) via 
the Internet. This new feature will be especially useful 
for users who might otherwise frequently use offline 
prints and/or users with large retrieval sets. 

Regular readers of the Technical Bulletin will notice the 
similarity between this article and “Automatic SDI 
Service: Retrieving Results Through ftp” published in 
the September-October 1993 issue of the Technical 
Bulletin. While the two subjects are closely related, 
there are significant differences. Given that 
approximately 1,000 new users per month subscribe to 
the MEDLARS databases and to avoid repeatedly 
referring our readers to the SDI article, this $DSFILE 
article was written to stand alone and thus repeats some 
of the information about ftping discussed in the first 
article. 

Command Overview 

Typing a $DSFILE command instructs the NLM 
computer to redirect the output of the next command to 
the MEDLARS ftp server rather than displaying the 
output on the screen. What you will see on the screen 
instead is the last few lines of the output as well as a 
message telling you the name of your file and its directory 
location. 

$DSFILE was intended to be used in combination with 
print commands; however, you will find that the 
command works with any other ELHILL command, 
such as NEWS, EXPLAIN, DISPLAY (stored search 
name), etc. While the remainder of this article deals with 
print commands, feel free to experiment, particularly 
with items that you refer to on a regular basis, such as 
online EXPLAINs. 

Requirements 

Anyone with a valid MEDLARS User ID code and 
Internet access may use the new $DSFILE command. 
You specifically need the ability to ftp files. 

Please note that $ commands, including $DSFILE, are 
not available on the TOXNET or PDQ systems. 
$ commands are a feature of VTAM, software that is not 
available on the computers used to provide access to 
TOXNET or PDQ. 

File Structure 

The files you will create with $DSFILE are ASCII text 
files. The information will be displayed exactly as you 
would have seen it on the screen if you had chosen to view 
the information online. Nothing else is added to the file. 

Costs 

The charge to ftp online search results from ELHILL is 
based on the regular online billing algorithm; there are 
no additional charges on the ELHILL side of this 
procedure and no cost to login to the MEDLARS ftp 
server via the Internet to capture the data subsequently to 
your computer. You will be charged for the connect time 
to enter the search and transfer the citations to the server, 
the characters of data transferred, and the computer 
work units needed to perform the search as usual. Because 
the time to transfer data to the server is considerably less 
than the time to print the citations line-by-line to your 
computer/printer, the connect hour portion of the charge 
will be less. The major portion of the online cost is often 
the character charge which is the same to ftp as to print 
online. (The charging for ftp of Automatic SDI searches 
is based only on a character charge because the search 
itself is done in batch mode offline and not associated 
with the online algorithm.) 

Time Period for Retrieving Files and 
Notification 

Once you have created a file for ftping, the file remains 
on the MEDLARS ftp server for 5 business days. The 
message: 
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You have # Online prints available to FTP. 
Please type $DSLIST to view your files and/or 

$DSPURGE to delete your files. 

will appear when you login to ELHILL whenever there 
are online files associated with your User ID code on the 
MEDLARS ftp server. This message will appear each 
time you login until you remove the file from the server 
or until 7 calendar days have elapsed and the file is 
automatically purged. Saturdays, Sundays and holidays 
are not included as “business days.” 

Confidentiality and File Naming Convention 

The results from online prints available through ftp are 
linked to the User ID code. Searchers accessing the 
MEDLARS ftp server can move into the directory of any 
user and see the list of filenames; however, searchers 
cannot see the contents of the files (i.e., the citations 
themselves). Below is a description of the file-naming 
conventions. 

1) The file names are cryptic indicating only that the 
contents were generated from a $DSFILE command 
combined with a print request, for example, DS01245. 
This is an online print file (indicated by the leading DS, 
which stands for Data Set). The numbers 01245 represent 
a job number generated by the computer. Please note 
that these numbers will change for every file you create 
thus making the file names unique. 

2) Online files stored on the MEDLARS ftp server can 
only be displayed in ELHILL by someone with the User 
ID code and ELHILL password used to generate the 
online print file. 

3) Online files on the MEDLARS ftp server can only be 
downloaded via ftp by someone with the same User ID 
code and PDQ or DOCLINE password associated with 
the MEDLARS User ID code used to generate the online 
print file(s). 

Citation Limit 

As with all online print commands, users are only 
allowed to print 1,165 citations per print statement. If 
your retrieval is greater than 1,165 you will need to issue 
multiple print commands, typing $DSFILE prior to each 
print command. 

Using $DSFILE (Creating an Online File) 

Using $DSFILE is actually straightforward. Begin by 
logging into ELHILL, searching, and creating a retrieval 
set. For example, if you want a sampling of articles 
written about motor neuron diseases, your interaction 
might look like this: 

PLEASE ENTER LOGIN 
login 

PLEASE ENTER USERID/PASSWORD 
abc44/parsley$$$$$$$ 

WELCOME TO THE NATIONAL LIBRARY OF MEDICINE’S ELHILL SYSTEM. 
YOU ARE NOW CONNECTED TO THE MEDLINE (1991 - 94) FILE. 

SS 1 /C? 
USER: 
motor neuron disease 

PROG: 
SS (1) PSTG (287) 

You have found 287 citations that match your search criteria. You are now ready to print your results, but you 
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want to transfer the results in electronic format via the 
Internet all in one file rather than download line-by-line. 
To send the output to the MEDLARS ftp server, you 
issue the $DSFILE command at the next USER: prompt. 
The system acknowledges the command by responding 
with another USER: prompt as shown in the box below. 
Next, enter your print command. You might choose 
PRT AR if you just want the basic elements for 

MEDLINE plus abstracts. Since you already issued a 
$DSFILE command, the system will send all print 
results to the MEDLARS ftp server. So that you know 
your online print has been completed, the system will 
display the last record (or last few records) along with a 
message telling you where your file is located. You are 
ready to proceed when you have another USER prompt: 

SS 2 /C? 

USER: 
$dsfile 

USER: 
prt ar

You are now ready 
to look at your results and/or ftp your file. 

Viewing Files Before Downloading Via Ftp 

Whenever you create a file of online search results, you 
have the option of viewing the file from any ELHILL 
USER: prompt. This feature also allows you to check 
the size of your file before downloading; while you are 
charged for your online time, there is no character 
charge associated with the use of the $DSLIST command. 
To view your file: 

1) You need to be logged in to ELHILL under the same 
User ID code and ELHILL password used to create the 
online search file, or for this example, ABC44/parsley. 

2) Type: $DSLIST at the USER: prompt. You will see 
your directory on the MEDLARS ftp server. A sample 
directory is shown below.

This shows you the filename(s) (e.g., DS01775), its directory location on the MEDLARS ftp server (DSPRINT.ABC44), 
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the file size (6723 lines and 318780 characters), and the 
date and time the file was created. The DSID number 
(e.g., 1775) is a computer-assigned job number for the 
file; this number is only useful when logged into a 
MEDLARS database, where you may choose to look at 
the file as shown below. 

3) If you wish, you may view the first 100 lines of your 
file by typing: 

$DSLIST [DSID number] 100 

For example, to look at file DS01775 (which has a DSID 
number of 1775) type: 

$DSLIST 1775 100 
(Please note that including the DS0 will cause an error 
message to be displayed.) 
You should see the same directory listing you saw in #2 
above, as well as the first 100 lines of your file. Any 

number can be used in place of the 100. If you don’t 
specify 100 or any other number of lines, the program 
defaults to showing you the first 50 lines of your file. 
Feel free to experiment. 

Downloading Your Files 

The online print files are located on the MEDLARS ftp 
server. To access these files, you need to know the PDQ 
password or DOCLINE password associated with the 
User ID code used to create the file. In most cases, this 
password is different from the ELHILL password. Please 
contact the MEDLARS Service Desk if you are unsure 
of your password. After creating and checking your files 
on ELHILL, logoff ELHILL and follow the login 
procedure as shown in Figure 1 to ftp the data from the 
server. 

Step 
Explanation/Comments 

ftp medlars.nlm.nih.gov Connect to the MEDLARS ftp server. 

login: [User ID code] 
e.g., ABC44 

Depending on your ftp software, you may have a different prompt such as 
“logon” or “user”. In some cases you will not have any prompt; you just have 
to know to type the appropriate word. The User ID code keyed in must be the 
same User ID code under which you issued the $DSFILE command. Check 
with your system administrator if you are having problems. 

password: [your password] 
e.g., PDQA 

Remember, this is either your PDQ password OR your DOCLINE password, 
NOT your ELHILL password. 

cd [‘dsprint.userid’] 
e.g., cd ‘dsprint.abc44’ 

Substitute your User ID code for userid. This will change you into the correct 
directory where your files are located. YOU MUST INCLUDE THE SINGLE 
QUOTES!! 

dir This will provide a listing of files available for ftping. Remember, online print 
files all start with DS. 

get [filename] 
e.g., get ds01469 

Many systems will prompt you for a destination filename as well. If so, specify 
the entire filename including the drive and path (for example 
c:\results\DS01469). Check with your system administrator if you are having 
problems. 

Note: If you have more than one file to download you can substitute the mget 
command for the individual "get filename" command exactly as shown below: 

mget *

Purging Your Online File 

To exit from the ftp session.

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When you have completed downloading your online 
print file to your local computer, you should delete the 
file from the MEDLARS ftp server. The system is set up 
to delete online print files automatically after five business 
days. However, these files consume NLM system 
resources and could be confused with subsequently 
produced output and thus the files should be deleted as 
soon as they are no longer needed. There is no character 
charge associated with the use of the $DSPURGE 
command, however you will be charged for online time. 

To purge your online print file from the MEDLARS ftp 
server: 

1) Login to ELHILL using the User ID code and 
ELHILL password under which you issued the $DSFILE 
command. 

2) Type $DSLIST to see a directory of files available to 
you for ftp. You don’t need to do this if you remember 
the DSID of the file. 

3) To purge your file type: 

$DSPURGE [DSID number] 

for example, to purge file DS01469 (which has a DSID 

number of 1469) type: 

$DSPURGE 1469 
(Please note that including the DS0 will cause an error 
message to be displayed.) 

The computer will respond with: 

DSPRINT.ABC44.DS01469 - Purged 

The file will be removed from the MEDLARS ftp server 
immediately. 

Conclusion 

$DSFILE provides Internet users with an additional 
avenue for obtaining information in a more timely 
manner. We think you will find this method to be 
flexible, and easier to manage and manipulate.

Health Care Decision-Making Tools Now 
Available at No Charge 

NLM is pleased to announce HSTAT (Health Services/ 
Technology Assessment Text)—a free, electronic service 
which provides access to the full-text of clinical practice 
guidelines developed under the auspices of the 
Department of Health and Human Services, Agency for 
Health Care Policy and Research (AHCPR). 

HSTAT also includes the following other documents 
useful in health care decision making: NIH Consensus 
Statements, NIH Technology Assessments, and the U.S 
Preventive Services Task Force Guide to Clinical 
Preventive Services. AHCPR Technology Assessments 
will be added in the future. 

Developed by the Information Technology Branch of 
the Lister Hill National Center for Biomedical 
Communications, HSTAT is the latest component of the 
expanded health services research information program 
coordinated by NLM’s new National Information Center 
on Health Services Research and Health Care Technology 
(NICHSR). (SeeNLM News, September-October 1993.) 
The Fiscal Year (FY) 1994 increase in NLM’s 
appropriation which accompanied the establishment of 
NICHSR allows the Library to offer this new service 
free of charge. NICHSR works closely with AHCPR to 
improve the organization and dissemination of the results 
of health services research, including practice guidelines 
and technology assessments. From FY 1990-1993, 
NLM’s health services research information program 
was funded by AHCPR via an interagency transfer of 
funds. 

To accommodate users with a range of computing and 
communications environments, HSTAT is available via 

a number of different electronic access methods. The 
NLM Full-Text Retrieval System (FTRS) provides a 
menu-driven interface to the text of the guidelines and 
other sources, a table of contents for each document 
from which a particular section can be selected, and the 
ability to search by words or phrases. Mosaic, a multi­
media information access program developed by the 
University of Illinois’s National Center for 
Supercomputer Applications (NCSA), provides access 
to hypertext documents composed of text, images, and 
sound. Through Mosaic, it is possible to view the text, 
graphics, and tables of clinical guidelines in a form 
which is very similar to the printed copy published by 
AHCPR. The Mosaic version will eventually make use 
of the basic retrieval capabilities of NLM’s Full-Text 
Retrieval System. In addition to the interactive access to 
the contents of HSTAT provided by the NLM FTRS or 
Mosaic, users may also use ftp or gopher to transfer the 
text of particular guidelines to their local systems. (See 
box for technical details.) 

The current forms of HSTAT are an initial step toward 
more user-friendly, integrated access to the full text of 
practice guidelines in the context of a MEDLINE search 
or a computer-based patient record system. Individuals 
affiliated with a health sciences library may wish to 
consult their librarians for advice and assistance in 
making use of this new information source. For additional 
information, contact:

• NLM’s Full-Text Retrieval System: To access HSTAT via NLM’s FTRS: 

Users of the PC version of Grateful Med (6.0 or greater) may obtain a script that will load a Grateful Med menu
 
option for HSTAT; see the Grateful Med Bulletin Board or contact NICHSR for instructions, or use the Internet
 
to ftp the script from the nlmpubs/hstat/gmhstat directory on nlmpubs.nlm.nih.gov. This script will accommodate
 
modem access only. If you use a Novell communication server, if you use the Internet and do not have a modem
 
locally attached to your computer, or if you are using Grateful Med for the Macintosh, you should use the other
 
options for access to HSTAT outlined below. (Access to HSTAT will be built into Grateful Med (with a user-

friendly form screen) beginning in 1995.
 

Modem access: dial 1-800-952-4426
 
The basic terminal settings for modem access are: 8 data bits; 1 stop bit; and parity - none.
 

Searchers not using Grateful Med may access HSTAT through their modems at the number shown above or
 
through Internet.
 

Internet access: telnet to text.nlm.nih.gov
 

Note: With both Internet and modem access, users login as hstat or HSTAT, and emulate a VT100 or VT102
 
terminal.
 

Internet users have three additional ways to access HSTAT, each with different functions:
 

•	 Mosaic: specify this URL—http://www.nlm.nih.gov/, select NLM Online Information Services, and 
then select HSTAT (Public domain Mosaic client software is available from NCSA for UNIX 
workstations, Macintoshes, and PCs with Windows; effective use of Mosaic requires a fast Internet 
connection.) 

•	 File Transfer Protocol (ftp): ftp to nlmpubs.nlm.nih.gov and obtain HSTAT documents from the 
hstat directory 

•	 NLM Gopher: once connected to the NLM Gopher server (gopher.nlm.nih.gov), select HSTAT from the 
menu (Gopher is a program developed at the University of Minnesota to facilitate accesss to Internet resources 
through a series of hierarchically structured menus.) ❑

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Online Messages from 
MEDLARS Management 

Someday, in the near future, you may be surprised to find 
a message when you login to ELHILL: 

———————————————————— 
You have 1 Message from MEDLARS Management. 
Please type $DSLIST to view your files and/or 

$DSPURGE to delete your files. 
———————————————————— 

This message means that someone in the MEDLARS 
Management Section at NLM has sent an online note to 
your User ID code. This capability became available in 
March 1994. MMS staff will use this messaging 
capability when the need arises to assist you in 
successfully using ELHILL. Subjects covered may 
include naming problems for stored searches in the 
Automatic SDI program that prevent your searches from 
running or “bad” addresses for delivering offline prints. 
Whatever the topic, these messages will be specific to 

you. This may also be a good way for MMS to respond 
to any inquiries you have sent via the system COMMENT 
command. Also, you may use the COMMENT command 
to answer MMS messages. Unfortunately, the 
COMMENT facility does not have two-way messaging 
capability - it is only one way - from you to MMS. Please 
see the boxed item following this article for a refresher 
on sending MMS a COMMENT. Overall system 
messages will still be found in the system broadcast and 
online NEWS. Please note, there is no character charge 
associated with the use of the $DSLIST or $DSPURGE 
commands; online connect time is charged, though. 

Finding Your Message 

Finding your message is straightforward. Type $DSLIST 
at a USER: prompt to determine the message number 
(referred to as the DSID number). You will see your 
directory on the MEDLARS ftp server, where all 
messages are stored. You do not need to access the 
server; stay connected to ELHILL. A sample directory 
is shown below. 

DSID ——Dataset-Name—— Lines Chars ——Created—— 
1562  DSPRINT.ABC44.MSG01562  55  513 03/08/94-10:53:59 

Sample Directory 

The directory provides you with the filename(s) (e.g., 
MSG01562), the directory location on the MEDLARS 
ftp server (DSPRINT.ABC44), the file size (55 lines and 
513 characters), and the date and time the file was 
created. The DSID number (e.g., 1562) is a computer-
assigned job number for the file. 

The two items that you should note are the DSID number 
and the number of lines in the message. Although the 
MEDLARS ftp server is utilized to store the message, 
users do not need Internet access in order to read the 
message. You will read and delete your messages while 
connected to ELHILL. 

Reading Your Message 

Once you know the DSID number and the number of 
lines, you are ready to read your message while connected 
to ELHILL by typing: 

USER: 
$DSLIST [DSID number] [number of lines] 

The number of lines only needs to be included if your 
message is over 50 lines. 

For example, to look at the message MSG01562 you 
would type: 
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USER: 
$DSLIST 1562 55 
(Please note that including the MSG0 will cause an 
error message to be displayed.) 

You will see the same directory listing you saw above as 
well as the entire 55 lines of the message. That’s all there 
is to it. 

Deleting Your Message 

Once you have read your messages from MEDLARS we 
ask that you delete them from the system. Messages will 
be deleted automatically after 10 business days; however, 
we would appreciate you deleting them when they are no 
longer needed in order to conserve NLM system 
resources. 

To purge your messages: 

1) Login to ELHILL using the same User ID code and 
ELHILL password under which you received the message 
from MEDLARS Management Section. 

2) Type $DSLIST to see a directory of your files. This 
step is not necessary if you remember the DSID number. 

3) To purge your file type: 

USER: 
$DSPURGE [DSID number] 

For example, to purge file MSG01562 (which has a 
DSID number of 1562) type: 

USER: 
$DSPURGE 1562 
(Please note that including the MSG0 will cause an 
error message to be displayed.) 

The computer will respond with: 

PROG: 
DSPRINT.ABC44.MGS01562 - Purged 

The file will be removed from the MEDLARS ftp server 
immediately; you do not need Internet access to purge 
your message file. 

The COMMENT Command 

You can type in a message to the MEDLARS Management Section staff at NLM by using the 
ELHILL COMMENT command. You can use the COMMENT command in any file, but to avoid 
online character charges send your comment to us from the ALERT file. Begin by typing the word 
COMMENT at a USER: prompt and press the Enter key. The system will ask you to specify Yes 
or No to the question of whether you wish a reply. If you do, it will ask you to type in your name 
and mailing address; include your User ID code here as well so MEDLARS Management Staff can 
reply to you with the new messaging feature. Otherwise, the comment is anonymous (please note 
that MEDLARS Management cannot respond to anonymous comments), and the ELHILL program 
will proceed by prompting you to insert each line of your comment/message. Follow each typed-
in line by pressing the Enter key. When you are finished, indicate this by typing the word FINISHED 
(not case-sensitive) alone, as the last line of your message. You may also use the word DONE instead 
of FINISHED. Don’t include anything else as part of this last line. Press the Enter key and you will 
be returned to a search statement. Figure 1 shows an example of how to send a comment to 
MEDLARS Management.

If a published 
article or substantive letter in a 
journal indexed by NLM for 
MEDLARS is the product of an 
author's wit (and not scientific 
methodology), NLM indexers 
will apply the *WIT AND 
HUMOR MeSH heading. Other 
relevant subject headings will 
also be included. Two examples 
are “Psychopharmacology of 
lycanthropy” (UI=92208802) 
and “Autoradiology: patient 
heal thyself” (UI=90195822). 
The abstract of the first example 
discusses a quadruple-blind, 
Rubik’s Cube matrix analysis 
to study the psychopharmacology 
of becoming a wolf by magic or 
delusion. The second’s abstract 
suggests that a benefit of 
autoradiology is more free time 
for radiologists to perfect a golf 
swing. If abstracts alone do not 
identify certain articles as 
spoofs, the WIT AND HUMOR 
(MH) indexing may help. 

Portrait of Dorian Gray MouseBecause April 1 is traditionally 
a time that journals publish such quasi-scientific works (DP) field will help a searcher find more examples, such 
for fun, a STRINGSEARCH of the Date of Publication as the one shown below in Figure1.

This article covers changes implemented with the 1994 
Medical Subject Headings. Included are: 

I. Major Tree changes 
II. Changes in the Allowable Qualifiers lists 
III. New Short Forms and 
IV. Changes to the 1994 Permuted MeSH. 

I. Major Tree changes 

Routine or expected Tree changes that are required by 
the addition of new main headings are not shown here. 
The following are some of the most notable Tree changes. 

Category A8 - NERVOUS SYSTEM 
The headings were analyzed and made consistent with 
standard current neurology textbooks. The introduction 
of the new term, PERIPHERAL NERVOUS SYSTEM, 
required major re-treeing; the AUTONOMIC 
NERVOUS SYSTEM, which lives just underneath it, 
had to be further modified in order to accommodate a 
new indention ENTERIC NERVOUS SYSTEM. 

Category B2 - ANIMALS, INBRED STRAINS 
This new term required the re-treeing of MICE, INBRED 
STRAINS and RATS, INBRED STRAINS under it. 

Category B2 - SALMONIFORMES 
This new term and many specifics required re-treeing. 

Category B4 -VIRUSES 
There was considerable re-treeing of B4 as a result of the 
new virus names and name changes in the 1994 MeSH. 
See page 15 of the September-October 1993 Technical 
Bulletin for more details. 

Category C2 - VIRUS DISEASES 
Consonant with the changes of the Category B viruses, 
there were considerable changes required in the 
corresponding Virus Diseases tree (C2). 

Category C4 - NEOPLASMS 
There was extensive re-treeing in this category to reflect 
the preferred International Classification of Diseases ­
Oncology terminology. See page 15 of the September-
October 1993 Technical Bulletin for more details. 

Category C8 - LUNG DISEASES, INTERSTITIAL 
This new heading now gathers together from various 
parts of the C8 Tree 15 old lung diseases classifiable as 
interstitial as well as two new specific interstitial lung 
diseases. 

Category C16 - LIMB DEFORMITIES, 
CONGENITAL (NON MESH) 

This new heading shows a group of old congenital limb 
deformities and one new disease fitting into this group. 

Category D - DRUGS AND CHEMICALS 
This category had a very large number of changes which 
are briefly touched on in the following paragraphs. A 
philosophical change is also worthy of mention here. In 
the past, ION CHANNELS and its indentions were in 
Category A as subcellular structures, and ION PUMPS 
and its indentions were in Category G as physiological 
concepts as were RECEPTORS and its indentions. 
Beginning with the 1994 MeSH, these headings and 
their indentions will be found only in Category D. 

D1 - INORGANIC CHEMICALS 
Virtually all headings in this tree were examined and 
modified to bring them into proper tree placement and 
agreement with authoritative designations for preferred 
terms. This project also generated a significant number 
of new headings. The following headings are 
precoordinated element/compound terms created for 
the indexing and searching of inorganic compounds 
only. Be reminded that many organic compounds of 
the specific element will be indexed under 
ORGANOMETALLIC COMPOUNDS or one of its 
specific indentions.

D8 - ENZYMES 
Several areas of the D8 tree underwent major revision 
to conform more closely to the recommended 
nomenclature in the 1992 edition of Enzyme 
Nomenclature. Areas of the trees were changed from 
seven to nine levels and many headings underwent 
form changes. Listed below is a discussion of the 
major changes that were made: 

HYDROLASES 
The heading ACID ANHYDRIDE HYDROLASES 
was created and several of the indentions that had 
been under PHOSPHATASES were moved here. 

The nucleases (DEOXYRIBONUCLEASES, 
ENDONUCLEASES, EXONUCLEASES, and 
RIBONUCLEASES) were moved out from under 
PHOSPHATASES and into the tree headed by 
ESTERASES. 

PHOSPHOTRANSFERASES 
The heading PHOSPHOTRANSFERASES, ATP 
was deleted and a series of new phosphotransferase 
group terms was created for 1994. All other headings 
under PHOSPHOTRANSFERASES have been treed 
under one of the new headings or under 
NUCLEOTIDYLTRANSFERASES (a heading 
since 1968). Note that the heading 
PHOSPHOTRANSFERASES (PHOSPHOMUTASES) 
is an isomerase not a transferase, and is treed 
accordingly. 

D12 - RECEPTORS 
The 1993 MeSH carried close to 100 main heading 
entries beginning with the word RECEPTORS; the 
1994 edition has added 55 new receptor terms. 

The most significant change involves dividing the 
receptors into two classes using the headings 
RECEPTORS, CELL SURFACE (previously 
RECEPTORS, ENDOGENOUS SUBSTANCES) and 
RECEPTORS, CYTOPLASMIC AND NUCLEAR. 
RECEPTORS, DRUG has been re-treed under 
PROTEINS, having been moved from under 
MEMBRANE PROTEINS since some of these may 
be found in the cytosol or nucleus of a cell. 
RECEPTORS, DRUG should be used only when the 
functions and/or endogenous ligand for a receptor has 
not been determined. 

The receptors are no longer treed in Category G but 
they remain in various locations in Category D12 and 
several are in D24. 

Under MEMBRANE PROTEINS in D12.776.543.750 
is RECEPTORS, CELL SURFACE (formerly 
RECEPTORS, ENDOGENOUS SUBSTANCES) 
under which most 1994 receptors are treed. 

New Category D main headings derived from the 
Supplementary Chemical Records 

Of the many new Category D main headings added to the 
1994 MeSH, there were 66 chemicals and 35 receptors 
that may be familiar to users of the 1993 Supplementary 
Chemical Records, because these headings were entries 
here before they became elevated to MeSH headings in 
1994.

Category E2 - ALTERNATIVE MEDICINE 
This heading has been in MeSH since 1986. With the 
creation of the Office of Alternative Medicine (OAM) at 
the National Institutes of Health in 1992, the decision 
was made to demote the heading THERAPEUTIC 
CULTS from a main heading to a see reference to 
ALTERNATIVE MEDICINE. All of its indentions and 
more from the categories were placed instead under 
ALTERNATIVE MEDICINE. The authority for the 
treatments indented under ALTERNATIVE MEDICINE 
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is a statement from OAM entitled “Classification of 
Unconventional Medical Practices.” 

Category E2 -RENAL REPLACEMENT THERAPY 
This new term gathers under it the old and new terms for 
the methods of substituting for kidney function (e.g., 
HEMODIALYSIS, HOME) scattered in the E tree. 

Category F3, I1 -DOMESTIC VIOLENCE 
This new heading gathers together related terms separated 
earlier: CHILD ABUSE, ELDER ABUSE, and SPOUSE 
ABUSE. 

Category Z - CITIES (NON MESH) 
The individual cities shown at CITIES (NON MESH) 
had been shown also as indentions under UNITED 
STATES BY INDIVIDUAL STATE (NON MESH). 
For 1994 they all have been added also under the 
pertinent state at UNITED STATES BY REGION (NON 
MESH). 

DISTRICT OF COLUMBIA is treed under UNITED 
STATES BY INDIVIDUAL STATE (NON MESH) 
and under MID-ATLANTIC REGION. Despite its 
being the Federal district and synonymous with the city 
of Washington, users requested that it also be indented 
under CITIES (NON MESH) and this change was made 
for 1994. 

Category Z - AFRICA 
With the introduction of AFRICA SOUTH OF THE 
SAHARA all the locational geographic headings (e.g., 
AFRICA, CENTRAL; AFRICA, EASTERN) were 
rearranged into only two large groups: AFRICA, 
NORTHERN and AFRICA SOUTH OF THE SAHARA. 
Except for five countries under AFRICA, NORTHERN 
(Algeria, Egypt, Libya, Morocco and Tunisia), the rest 
of the African locational designations with the proper 
nations indented under each, will be found under the new 
term AFRICA SOUTH OF THE SAHARA. 

Category Z - WEST INDIES 
With the creation of CARIBBEAN REGION in 1994 for 
the Caribbean Sea, the Caribbean region, the islands in 
the Caribbean and the peoples, WEST INDIES and all of 
its indentions were re-treed at CARIBBEAN REGION. 

II. Allowable Qualifier Lists Changes 

The list of subheadings that indexers are permitted to use 
with specific terms and trees changes each year, reflecting 
the changes in knowledge, information, and scientific 
and social trends. These lists are documented on pages 
I-169 - 179 of the 1994 Annotated MeSH. However, it 
may take a while before these permissions to use these 
new main heading/subheading combinations actually 
yield retrievable data. MeSH online is still the final 
authority for the allowable qualifiers for a specific term 
and using the NEIGHBOR DETAILED command 
(NBRDET) with a MeSH heading in a bibliographic file 
like MEDLINE, will show you which subheadings have 
actually been used with it. The above mentioned caveats 
notwithstanding, below are several of the changes new 
for 1994. 

For 1994 the subheading /classification has been added 
to the qualifiers that apply to the A11 CELLS AND 
SUBCELLULAR ELEMENTS LIST (page I-170 of the 
1994 Annotated MeSH). This subheading will be used 
only with terms that are plural and which lend themselves 
to classification by cytologists. A11 is the only tree in 
Category A in which /classification may be used. 

With the advances of research in the function of receptors 
in molecular science, it has become possible to delineate 
the effect of deficient numbers of receptors on normal 
function. For this reason the subheading /deficiency has 
been made available for use with the D12 RECEPTORS 
LIST (page I-174 of the 1994 Annotated MeSH). The 
subheading /economics however, has been removed 
from this same list because it is an unlikely combination. 

The subheading /mortality has always been used with 
headings for diseases in Categories C and F3. For 1994 
/mortality has been added to the list of allowable qualifiers 
for the following trees: E1 PROCEDURES AND 
TECHNIQUES - DIAGNOSTIC, E2 PROCEDURES 
AND TECHNIQUES - THERAPEUTIC, E3 
ANESTHETIC, and E5 PROCEDURES AND 
TECHNIQUES - MISCELLANEOUS. 

Two subheadings, /ethnology and /psychology have 
been added to the I1 SOCIAL PROBLEMS LIST, 
making it possible to index a title of “The psychodynamics 
of the abuse of the elderly” as ELDER ABUSE/PX. 
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III. New Short Forms which may be used for searching. The short form is 
shown in the annotation after the DF:. Figure 1 shows

IV. Changes to the 1994 Permuted MeSH 

In 1992 the Permuted MESH introduced the new feature 
of listing entries by selected roots. So, in addition to the 
standard permutations of MeSH headings, there were 
entries at forms like -GRAPHY, -ITIS and 18 other such 
combining forms. Thus, under -GRAPHY was a host 
of headings like AUTORADIOGRAPHY, 
ECHOCARDIOGRAPHY, and FIRST-PASS 
VENTRICULOGRAPHY -terms which could not 
possibly have been approachable from the first letter of 
the word. Five new root forms have been added for 
1994. A listing follows of all such forms listed by the 
year of introduction.

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Gold Standard Search 

Thank you to everyone who mailed in search strategies 
in response to the “Gold Standard Search” article in the 
November-December 1993 issue of the Technical 
Bulletin. This feature offers searchers a chance to match 
wits with the NLM staff on a search strategy formulation. 
The Gold Standard search strategies are developed here 
at NLM. The search request published in the November-
December 1993 issue was: 

How many of the articles published in 1993 on the 
subject of AIDS in Italy are from Italian 
publications? 

The Winner 

There was one winner! Our congratulations go to 
Patricia Nolan, a reference librarian from Louisiana 
State University Medical Center Library, New Orleans, 
who ran her search in AIDSLINE using the ELHILL 
command language. There were several runners-up, 
including Marianne E. Doherty of the Library at Rush­
Presbyterian-St. Luke’s Medical Center, Chicago, and 
previous winners Hazel Benson, Paul Tobin, and Julie 
Smith. 

Analysis of the Search Strategies 

The Gold Standard Search retrieved 13 citations. The 
basic strategy was to access the AIDSLINE file and 
combine ITALY (MH) as a subject with ITALY (CY) as 
the place of publication, and 93 (YR). And, in fact, all 
the runners-up used this strategy. However, Ms. Nolan 
went one step further; she not only searched ITALY as 
a MeSH heading, she also searched for Italy, Rome, 
Milan and Sicily as Text Words. This results in the 
retrieval of some additional materials. In order for an 
article to be indexed with the MeSH heading for a 
country, the article must be either a statistical study or 
epidemiological in nature. In other words, a case study 
on a patient with AIDS, published in an Italian journal 
would not be indexed with the MeSH heading ITALY. 
However, for the purposes of a particular search, one 
could define all articles about Italians as being relevant. 
And if this were the standard, then the search would have 
to be expanded to include searching for place names in 

the Address (AD) field in addition to the Text Words 
(TW) field. Ms. Nolan’s search is shown in Figure 2 and 
the expanded version of a search to include the Address 
field is shown in Figure 3. 

Choosing a File 

There was no question that, for this search, AIDSLINE 
was the correct file and in fact almost all the entries 
received were searches performed in AIDSLINE. 
However, there were two errors in this area. One was 
searching in MEDLINE first, then going into AIDSLINE 
and eliminating the MEDLINE overlap. This is 
inefficient. AIDSLINE provides comprehensive, one-
stop, database searching for the subject of AIDS; there 
is no need to look anywhere else before or after going 
into AIDSLINE. The second mistake was to key in any 
AIDS terms once in AIDSLINE. Every article in this 
database is AIDS-related; therefore, it was only necessary 
to search for Italy as a subject and Italy as the place of 
publication. 

Search Strategy Suggestions 

The basic search strategy for this search was simple. 
Combine ITALY, the MeSH heading, with Italy as the 
country of publication of the journal (CY) and limit the 
retrieval to 1993. Of course, you must remember to 
EXPLODE ITALY (only in the computer, please). 
However, although the search was drawn up with this 
one particular strategy in mind, the winning entry showed 
that even the most seemingly basic request is open to 
interpretation. Therefore, clearly defining the requester’s 
real information need is always the first challenge that 
must be met. 

Once again, thanks to all who submitted entries and 
thank you for the kind comments about how much you 
enjoy this feature. 

The Next Gold Standard Search 

The search question is: 

The requester is concerned about the safety of 
milk from cows being given a hormone to increase 
milk production. What information can you 
find? 
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Results will be published in the July-August 1994 
Technical Bulletin. Entries must be received by June 10, 
1994 to be considered. 

If you mail us a copy of your search strategy with a 
printout of citations and abstracts and your strategy is 
selected for publication you could win either a copy of 
Grateful Med or one hour of free search time. In cases 
of multiple submissions of identical winning strategies, 
the prize winner will be either the person who has never 
won this contest before or the first winning strategy 
received. [Editor’s note: This AIDSLINE search was 
the first one to produce multiple identical entries in the 
runners-up entries. In the previous contests, all the 
search strategies received, winners and non-winners, 
were unique.] 

Search Hints for Direct Searchers 

Select your database carefully. Limit your retrieval to 
English language citations. 

Search Hints for Grateful Med Users 

Select your database carefully. Remember to use the 
F10 key to look at MeSH headings. Users with the 
Macintosh version of Grateful Med should view MeSH 
headings by clicking on Find MeSH Term on the search 
screen. Limit your retrieval to English. 

Reminder 

There are no exact answers or absolutely correct 
strategies, only best approximations, just like real life. 
Good luck!

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Deleting a STORESEARCH 
Using the PURGESEARCH 
Command 

STORESEARCH is an ELHILL procedure that stores a 
search formulation so that it can be used again later. (See 
the Online Services Reference Manual (OSRM) Section 
5.2for more detailed information.) It enables the searcher 
to store a search that will be performed repeatedly at 
intervals, such as for an Automatic SDI. The search is 
given a name, and is stored in the evening. After the 
search has been stored in the computer it may be executed. 

A disadvantage of a STORESEARCH is that the strategy 
contained within it cannot be edited. Whenever the 
searcher wishes to add or delete terms, or change the 
searchname, the entire STORESEARCH must be deleted, 
reformulated, and restored. Also, STORESEARCHes 
cannot be used the same day that they are entered 
because the search is not stored immediately as it is 
input, but rather during the night or the night of the next 
business day after the system has been brought down. 

The PURGESEARCH command (OSRM 5.2.6) may be 
used to eliminate a stored search from MEDLARS. To 
use the command, type PURGESEARCH. The program 
will ask for the searchname, and it will ask for a 
second verification of the purge command. Or, 
PURGESEARCH may be typed followed by the name 
of the stored search as in the following example: 

USER:
 
PURGESEARCH S001 LIVER DISEASE IN CHILD
 

PROG: 
OK? (Y/N/C/ADDRESS) 
USER: 
Y 

PROG: 
PURGESEARCH COMPLETED 

Purging a search, similarly to storing a search, is a 
process that takes place at night.  Therefore, never 
store a new search with the same name as an old 
search unless you have verified that the “old” 
STORESEARCH has indeed been purged. The 
“PURGESEARCH COMPLETE” message seen online 
is misleading because the search is not deleted 
immediately, but is put instead into queue to be deleted 
as part of postprocessing. Postprocessing is when the 
computer is brought down for 10-15 minutes at 11:00 
p.m. ET. 

Verifying a Search Has Been Deleted 

Try to display the search (no sooner than the following 
business day) to be sure it has been purged from the 
system. If it has not been deleted, wait and check again 
the next day before storing a new search strategy by the 
same name. The total number of stored searches that can 
be purged from a single copy of ELHILL in one night’s 
processing has been raised to 300 from 25. If the number 
of PURGESEARCH commands should exceed this limit 
of 300, the excess PURGESEARCH commands will go 
into queue for processing on the following evening. This 
situation may occur at the end of the year, when many 
searchers purge and reenter their STORESEARCHes to 
reflect changes in MeSH. 

A better STORESEARCH practice would be not to store 
a new search with the same name as the old stored search 
being purged.  Changing a search name by just one 
character makes the name different. If you follow this 
advice and alter the name by at least one character, then 
you can store the new strategy on the same day as the 
PURGESEARCH of the old strategy without 
complications. You should still follow through with the 
DISPLAY command to check on the old strategy to be 
sure it was deleted. ❑

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Grateful Med IBM Version 
6.5 Installation Update 

You only need to read this article if you have received 
error number 2116 when starting to update Version 6.0 
to 6.5 with the update disks mailed in March 1994. 
Affected are: 

8086 or 8088 processors, 
original PC monochrome adapter (this does not 
mean all monochrome monitors), or 
CGA video adapter. 

Some laptop PC’s may also be affected. 

This error message is specific to the update program 
itself and has nothing to do with the functioning of 
Grateful Med Version 6.5. If you have any other 
questions about Grateful Med, they can be answered by 
contacting the MEDLARS Service Desk as indicated at 
the end of this article. 

The Problem 

You get an ‘Error code 2116’ message at the beginning 
of the Version 6.5 update installation process — before 
the first message from NLM that tells you the purpose of 
the installation program. 

The Solution 

Change one line (line 391) in the file GM6P5U.INF that 
is on Disk 1 of the installation package, then rerun the 
installation program. You may use TED or EDIT (DOS 
version 5 and up) to make the change. TED doesn’t 
show you line numbers, so it can be less convenient in 
this case. 

If you are using TED, or a text editor that makes a backup 
file after editing, you must do steps 1 -5. 

If you are using EDIT, or a text editor that does not make 
a backup file, you do not need to do steps 2 and 4. 

Steps: 

1) Put Disk 1 in the A> drive.
 
2) Copy the file GM6P5U.INF from Disk 1 to your hard
 
disk. For example, from your hard drive type:
 

copy a:gm6p5u.inf 
3) Use a text editor to change line #391 of GM6P5U.INF. 
Line 391 now reads: 

Do PrepareSystemReport

If you are using TED and have trouble finding line 391, 
page down to the end of the file (press the Page Down 
key about 23 times). On the last screen, the 4th line in the 
block of text is the one you want to change.

Part 3 

Two articles in previous issues of the Technical Bulletin 
discussed the new source reduction and recycling data 
(Category 6) in the TOXNET TRI91 database (page 1 of 
the March-April 93 Technical Bulletin) and special print 
options created for their tabular display (page 7 of the 
July-August 93 Technical Bulletin). This article will 

review several of the numeric search features 
(RANGING, SORTING, CALCULATE, PRT 
COMPUTE) developed especially for the TRI databases, 
with an emphasis on their use with the pollution 
prevention data in Category 6 of TRI91 and the 
forthcoming TRI92. Search examples, using TOXNET’s 
direct search mode, are included in Figure 1. Many of 
the capabilities illustrated are also available through the 
use of TOXNET’s TRI menus. 

Ranging 

Ranging operations permit users to search for numeric 

data greater or less than a given value, or between two values as shown in the box below. 

GREATER THAN 0 (WT) Searches for records with total water releases 
greater than 0. 

LESS THAN 10 (OFTTF) Searches for records with quantities less than 10 
pounds for total off-site treatment in the future year. 

FROM 50000 to 100000 (ONCCC) Searches for records with on-site (ONCCC) 
recycling amounts between 50,000 and 100,000

Using the SORT option in conjunction with a PRT 
COMPUTE command permits you to get subtotals. 
Let’s say you search on a particular chemical and then 
want to add up all the quantities released for the current 
year (QRELC), except that you also want to see QRELC 
subtotals on a state-by-state basis. The following two 
steps would be required: 

Prints the retrieved records in alphabetical order by 
Facility State (FST), displays FST and QRELC for each 
record, adds up the QRELCs for each state and prints the 
sub-total results, and finally, displays the grand total of 
the QRELCs at the very end. Note that to subtotal on a 
field, you must first SORT on that field, and then include 
that field mnemonic (in this case, FST) in the PRT 

Step 1: SORT FST 
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COMPUTE command, after the words BREAK ON. 

PRT COMPUTE with SORT (for subtotals) 
- Offline Display 

For an offline printout, identical to what you would get 
online, in the above example, you combine the two steps 
into one, and insert the word OFFLINE as follows: 

PRT OFFLINE FST QRELC COMPUTE (SUM) OF 
QRELC BREAK ON FST SORT FST 

You will subsequently be prompted for your name and 
mailing address. 

Conclusion 

More details on the above commands are available in the 
TRI Reference Guide or by using the EXPLAIN 
command online in TOXNET. TRI’s numeric operation 
commands allow users to generate a variety of statistical 
reports and explore environmental release trends across 
the years. Also, source reduction and recycling data can 
be compared for TRI91 and TRI92, the latter due online 
early this Spring. ❑
