Web site. The NLM homepage (www.nlm.nih.gov) has an entirely new design, focused on users' top tasks (see Figure
1). We identified these top tasks with an analysis of Web page usage statistics, customer satisfaction survey data,
search engine logs, and customer e-mails.

Major goals for this design were improved usability and a modernized appearance throughout the site. To accomplish
this, we:

o placed more top task links right on the homepage, and also throughout the site by adding site-wide navigation in
the header;

e added a "Share" feature so users can send content to friends, colleagues, or themselves via social bookmarking
and networking;

e added links to interact with various NLM social media channels; and

o updated headers and top navigation throughout (see Figure 2).

Additional highlights include:

Post-Resource Description and Access (RDA) Test Policies at
NLM®

NLM will not create original Resource Description and Access (RDA) bibliographic records during the interim period
after the US RDA Test ended on December 31, 2010 through the announcement of any implementation decision,
which is expected in June 2011. Some US RDA Test participants who are Program for Cooperative Cataloging (PCC)
Name Authority Cooperative (NACO) participants will continue to create RDA bibliographic records after December
31, 2010. Other non-US RDA Test participants are creating RDA records now and may/will continue to create RDA
records.

NLM will use RDA records that come over as copy cataloging including the updating of any RDA Cataloging in
Publication (CIP) records created during the test period. In both categories, the authorized access points on the
bibliographic records will be made in RDA forms. If the RDA form of an access point does not match an already
established authority record, NLM will not code these records with "pcc" in the 042 field—since they do not follow the
post-test practices established by the PCC.

For Anglo-American Cataloguing Rules, Second Edition (AACR?2) original and copy cataloging NLM will follow its
normal cataloging procedures, with the following exception: If the authorized access point on an AACR?2 record is
coded RDA, the RDA form of the heading will be used in the bibliographic record. Records will be coded with "pcc"
in the 042 following normal NLM practice.

Warning! Searching a phrase using double quotes turns off automatic mapping to MeSH terms. For example, "heart
attack" will not map to the MeSH term Myocardial Infarction, whereas, heart attack will.

One final note: Not all phrases are recognized in PubMed, e.g., emotionally disordered. In this case, the search results
will be the same for Steps 1 and 2. Without quotes emotionally disordered is searched as:

emotionally[ All Fields] AND disordered[All Fields]

Likewise, with quotes "emotionally disordered" is searched as:

Moving on to Limits, available through a link above the search bar (see Figure 6), you are now able to limit the search
results in a number of ways, including the date of publication, the type of resource (e.g., documentation) and to subject
matter (see Figure 7). One of the new limits enables you to limit your search results to glossaries, which is particularly

useful when you want to find a definition of a search term.

search builder which has a dropdown menu of search fields, such as author, editor, and title (see Figure 9). At the
bottom of the page, the search history is displayed.

An extensive selection from the papers of African-American surgeon Charles R. Drew (1904-1950) was added to the
NLM Profiles in Science® Web site under the Health & Medicine section. Charles Drew organized and directed
America's first large-scale blood bank during the early years of World War I1.

The Charles Drew project was a collaboration with Moorland-Spingarn Research Center at Howard University. With
this addition, the number of prominent researchers, public health officials, and promoters of medical research whose
personal and professional records are presented on Profiles has grown to thirty-one.

List of Serials Indexed for Online Users, 2011 Available in XML

The List of Serials Indexed for Online Users (LSIOU), 2011 edition, is now available in XML format. The 2011
edition contains 14,287 serial titles, including titles currently indexed for MEDLINE® as well as titles indexed over
time which have ceased or changed titles, listed alphabetically by the journal title abbreviation.

Tailored lists of indexed journals may be generated from the NLM® Catalog database Limits page. While the 2011
XML version of the LSIOU is a snapshot in time, this Limits page can be used to get a "real time" list for the LSIOU;
select the Journal Subset called "Journals currently or previously indexed in MEDLINE" limit. For a list of only the
currently indexed MEDLINE journals, select the Journal Subset called "Journals currently indexed in MEDLINE."

Journals newly selected for indexing are announced on this NLM Web resource page three times per year (after
October, February, and June):Journals Recently Accepted by NLM for Inclusion in MEDLINE. Journals announced on
this page are automatically part of the retrieval from the NLM Catalog searches.

NLM TOXMAP and TOXNET Now Include 2009 EPA Toxics
Release Inventory Data

The National Library of Medicine® (NLM®) TOXMAP® and TOXNET® TRI now include the 2009 Toxics Release
Inventory data (TRI), the most current Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) data available.

20,446 facilities reported to the EPA TRI Program in 2009, with 77,610 submissions. A complete list of TRI chemicals
required to be reported to the EPA can be found at http://www.epa.gov/tri/trichemicals/index.htm.

TOXMAP maps the Toxics Release Inventory (TRI) chemicals reported to the EPA, as required by the Emergency
Planning and Community Right to Know Act (EPCRA). TOXMAP covers on-site TRI releases only and also includes
EPA Superfund data.

TRI contains information on the annual estimated releases of toxic chemicals to the environment and is based on data
collected by the EPA. Mandated by the Pollution Prevention Act, TOXNET TRI data covers air, water, land, and
underground injection releases, as well as transfers to waste sites, and waste treatment methods and efficiency, as
reported by certain industrial facilities around the United States. TRI also includes data related to source reduction and
recycling.

NCBI To Discontinue Sequence Read Archive and Peptidome

About SRA

Due to budget constraints, NCBI will be discontinuing its Sequence Read Archive (SRA) and Trace Archive
repositories for high-throughput sequence data. Closure of the databases will occur in phases. SRA and Trace will stop
accepting some types of submissions in the coming weeks, and all submissions within the next 12 months. Over the
next several months, NCBI will be working with staff from NIH Institutes that fund large-scale sequencing efforts to
develop an approach for future access to and storage of the existing data. NCBI will continue to support and develop
information resources for biological data derived from next-generation sequencing such as genotypes, common
variations, rare variations, sequence assemblies and gene expression data. We therefore encourage the research
community to continue submissions of these data to the applicable databases, including:

o RNA-Seq and epigenomic data to GEO
¢ Variants, genotypes, phased haplotypes, and polymorphisms to dbVar, dbGaP and dbSNP
o Genomic assemblies to GenBank/WGS
o Transcript assemblies to GenBank/TSA

o 16S ribosomal RNA and other targeted locus survey assemblies to GenBank

NCBI expects new applications will continue to emerge for next generation technology. We are excited to work with
the community to develop strategies for archiving other summary experimental measures that are informative,
efficient, and valuable to the biomedical research community.

About Peptidome
Due to budgetary constraints NCBI will be discontinuing the Peptidome Repository. Over the next few weeks, we will
phase out the online browser, query, and display interfaces.

All existing data and metadata files will continue to be made available from our ftp server
(ftp://ftp.ncbi.nih.gov/pub/peptidome/) indefinitely. Those files are named according to their Peptidome accession
numbers, allowing cited data to still be identified and downloaded. Furthermore, we will endeavor to deposit all
Peptidome data in a different public mass spectrometry repository; information about this effort will follow soon.

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For those datasets that have been accessioned, but have not yet been made public, submitters have the option of
withdrawing the data now and moving it to another repository. If we retain the data, it will move to the Peptidome FTP
site on the date at which it is currently designated to go public.
